Cdc bai hoc tix 1 dén 5 cia tdp 1 c6 muc dich gidi thiéu va
thuc hanh mdu ty tiéng Han Han'gul. Méu tu nay dd ra doi
trén 500 ndm trude ddy (dich xdc la vao nam 1443), bdi vua
Sejong, dya trén su khdo sdt thdn trong cdc ddc trung ngit 6m
hoc ciia tiéng Han va ¢é lé day la bang méu tw mang tinh

khoa hoc nhdt.

Bé cuc mot bai hoc bao gom phdn tw vung, phdn phdat am,
phan bai khéa chinh, phdn ngiz phdp va phdn bai tdp thuc
hanh. Trong phan t vung, cdc tit moi trong bai hoc dugc
trinh bay véi phdn gidi thich tém luge bing néng Anh va
tiéng Viét. Nhiing phan gidi thich nay cung cdp cho ban doc
chi tiét tong qudt vé ngt nghia cia cdc tir, dé biét thém cdc
dinh nghia sdu xa hon, hoc vién nén tham khéo tir dién hodc
nguoi noi tiéng Han bdn nga.
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0 phén hudng dén cdich doc cde ti vung dgc bigt nhing ti
vung khé, cdc am ddc trung cua tiéng Han Quéc sé duge hoc
mét cdch chinh xdc & giai doan ddu tién dé ngan ban doc nhiém
théi quen xdu khé chinh sua sau nay.
